County

The City has received correspondence from Mr. Linwood Pope, Jr., Greensville County Planning
Director regarding a formal request the Board of Supervisors made to the Virginia Department of
Transportation to place truck restrictions on secondary roads within two (2) areas of the County.

The County is proposing to restrict truck traffic in the Moonlight Road area. The letter from Mr.
Pope states that trucks currently utilize Moonlight, Crescent, and Reigel Roads to access the
Emporia Industrial Park. He states, “Roads within this residential subdivision were not
constructed to industrial standards and therefore cannot withstand the constant use by heavy
trucks.” The alternative requested is that trucks utilize Route 58 and Reese Street. He argues that
the portion of Reese Street that serves the Park was constructed to industrial standards with
industrial access funding from VDOT.

The second area in question is the Walnut Heights area in Greensville County. The Board
proposes to place truck restrictions upon Cifers Lane and Walnut Drive to the City/County line.
The alternate route proposed would include Wiggins Road and Walnut Drive in the City.

When identified alternate routes by one locality (Greensville County) include streets within
another jurisdiction (City of Emporia), the Commonwealth Transportation Board requires
approval from that jurisdiction (City) prior to approving the through truck restriction for the
original requesting locality.

Recommendation

RE:  Proposed County No Thru Truck Restriction
Dear Mr. Thrower:

The Greensville County Board of Supervisors has made a formal request to the Virginia Department of
Transportation to place Through Truck Restrictions on secondary roads within two (2) areas in
Greensville County.

Whenever a locality proposed through truck restrictions, they must identify an alternate route in which
truck traffic can take in order to reach their intended destination. If that alternate route includes strects
within another jurisdiction, the Commouweaith Transportation Board requires approval from that
Jurisdiction before they will approve a through truck request for a locality.

The first area in which the Board of Supervisors would like to restrict truck traffic would be in the
Moonlight Road area of Greensville County. Currently, heavy trucks are utilizing Moonlight Road,
Crescent Road, and Reigel Road to access the Emporia Industrial Park. The roads within this residential
subdivision were not constructed te industrial standards and therefore cannot withstand the constant use
by heavy trucks. Trucks entering and exiting the City’s Industrial Park should aiterately utilize Route 58
and Reese Street. The portion of Reese Street which serves the Industrial Park was constructed to
industrial standards with industrial access fund from VDOT.

The second area in which the Board of Supervisors would ike to restrict truck traffic would be in the
Walnut Heights area of Greensville County. No thru truck restrictions would be placed upon Cifers Lane
and Walnut Drive to the City/County line. The alternate route for trucks would incluede Wiggins Road
and Walnut Drive..
